This quarter we wrapped up the 2021-2022 Wortham Center Presents series and Matinee Series. Patrons were
delighted to experience live performances such as Opera Locos, lan Sherwood, Compagnia Baccala’s Pss Pss, and
God Is A Scottish Drag Queen. As a place of mass gathering, Wortham Center continues to rebuild and recover from
the pandemic shutdown and negative financial impact to the organization. Despite the significant loss of income this
season, Wortham presented 35 mainstage performances to more than 10,000 audience members, served over 6,000
children with the Matinee Series, partnered with 88 rental clients such as Asheville Contemporary Dance Theatre,
Buncombe County Schools, Asheville Symphony, Asheville Performing Arts Academy, Blue Ridge Orchestra, Different
Strokes! Performing Arts Collective, Folkmoot, Asheville Chamber of Commerce, Leadership Asheville, NC Local
Government Information Systems Association, Stewart/Owen Dance, Hola Community Arts, Asheville Ballet and many
more to showcase 128 rental performances, and had over 31,000 patrons visit the Wortham Center. This
demonstrates the significance of the Wortham Center being a community resource to Buncombe County.
