Additionally, definitions of each element and a table with some example data have been provided for clarity.

A ranking of importance compared to all other project requests
The campus, building, or physical location for the project
A summary description of the major work to be performed
The total amount requested from the School Capital Fund Commission to fund this project
The date funding is required to be available
Indication that the project work can only be performed during the summer (out-of-school) session.
The expected length of time from issuance to total consumption of supplied funding.
A broad categorization of the type of project
The SCFC criteria being met with this project
