Call to Order & Welcome

e Commissioner Newman Called the meeting to Order at 1:03 p.m.
e Mr. Cable provided an overview of the agenda and public comment processes.

New Business
FY 2021 Affordable Housing Services Program Applications and Allocation Recommendation

e Mr. Cable provided a review of the total available funds, and a comparison of the funding requests as
compared to available funds.

e Mr. Cable reviewed the Employee Housing Assistance Program and included the recommended
funding as identified by the Committee during its previous meeting, of $40,000.

e Mr. Cable provided the following staff recommendation as compared to the funding request:

e Commissioner Edwards requested clarification from staff on its recommendations regarding not
providing funding support for Pisgah Legal Services’ Tenant Based Rental Assistance and New Start
Program Application.

e Mr. Cable explained that the County was actively seeking CDBG-CV funds, for which a second public
hearing was scheduled later in the day, and there was some concern over duplication of effort.
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e Commissioner Edwards requested clarification on why no funding was recommended for the Pisgah
Legal Services TBRA Program where funding was recommended for programs operated by Eblen
Charities and Eliada Homes. Mr. Cable explained that these programs supported targeted populations
that are not provided with TBRA funding support through typical DHHS EA funding support where
Pisgah Legal Services Program was not a targeted population differentiated from typical funding.

e Mr. Cable explained that staff identified the projects without recommended funding to be eligible to
be funded and that staff’s recommendation allowed for further consideration of these unfunded
applications in the near future.

e Commissioner Newman recommended the Committee send forth an allocation recommendation as
presented by staff and the full committee voted in favor.

e Public comment was submitted prior to the meeting by Anna Zuevskaya, Celeste Collins, and Jim
Yamin, and read by Mr. Cable.

e Robin Merrell provided public comments during the process of the meeting which were read by
Nathan Pennington.
