Paint: Paint, paint thinners, 
water sealer, enamels, etc. 
20-gallon limit per event.

Flammable liquids: Gasoline 
and kerosene.

Pesticides: Insecticides, 
herbicides, fungicides, etc.

Unbroken fluorescent bulbs: 
20 bulbs max per month. 
Check online for bulb disposal 
guidelines.

ACCEPTED EVERYDAY

• Used cooking oil
• Motor oil
• Lead acid batteries
• Automotive fluids, oil filters and anti-freeze
