Overall project
updates:

The BCS Family Resource Center : The Face of Hope continues to provide food bags, hygiene items, household
cleaning supplies, diapers/wipes,schools supplies,homegoods and a clothing boutique for all 45 Buncombe County
Schools. The center serves all students and families that are in need but with a focus on homeless students and
families. We identified 565 homeless students this 21-22 school year. 109 of them are unaccompanied homeless
youth-meaning they are couch surfing, living in a car and not in care of a parent or guardian. We have worked with 49
of these families to apply for public housing or look for rentals, apply for Medicaid and Food stamps if needed, referrals
for mental health, dental care and provided supplemental food bags, clothing and diapers/wipes.

The BCS Family Resource Center : The Face of Hope is open to all BCS students and familes within the 45 county
schools. The program is operated without discrimination on the basis of race, sex, age, religion, national origin or
disability. Our Hope Boutique provides the opportunity for students and families to shop with value and dignity to
obtained clothing items that they want. We value our families and students and want to provide a safe place where
they can access resources without judgement and reducing barriers.

This school year has provided us the opportunity to support our students and families in ways that we have not done in
the past. We have served 343 students and families and have provided case maangement services for 49 of them.
We were able to purchase 35 new beds and provide 158 days for our hoemelss families to stay in a hotel to be off the
streets or out of there cars.
