Artist residency focus areas
included music, writing, cosmetology, fashion, photography, and podcasting, among others. Residencies ranged from
single day workshops to multi-day sessions spanning several weeks. More than 75 hours of arts activies were
conducted during this period at locations which included Southside Community Farm and the Grant Center in
Southside, as well as for programs such as YTL Training and Word On The Street.
