This is somewhat longer than in 
years' past, which allows for more in-depth discharge planning. We supported one Friend for several months during his 
end-of-life process, partnering with Dale Fell for palliative care and Elizabeth House for hospice support. We had to 
temporarily pause new admissions for three weeks this quarter due to a COVID outbreak.  

We consulted with Our Voice on best practices for accomodating Friends who stay with us in Respite and identify as 
LGBTQI+. 

Respite staff completed annual CPR and First AID certification. Organizational risk management policies were updated.
