Quarter 1 We are off to a busy start and continue to work towards our measures and goals. Processes have been created to
work with classrooms and directors on providing guidance with enhancing policies and becoming more culturally and
ability responsive. Reframing language, co regulation strategies, and small group coaching sessions have been
beneficial in supporting our students, families, and teaching staff. A few obstacles that we have encountered is
teacher turnover and finding time to be able to communicate with the staff and families. The programs are working
with us on this, but it is often difficult to find coverage for everyone to collaboratively meet and share.

Quarter 2 The second quarter has demonstrated continued support and growth for students, families, and teachers. We have
received positive feedback from families and programs about our services and activities. The programs find that
having therapists come into the school environment has been beneficial, not only for the students, but also the
educators. The families greatly appreciate that their children can receive in school therapy, rather than having to take
time off of work to bring them to appointments. This is a huge win especially when we talk about accessibility and
reducing barriers. In addition, the families have felt more comfortable reaching out for guidance within their home
environments. The resources and materials that we have been able to provide with this funding have been greatly
appreciated and useful for all. The educators have been recognizing the importance of reflecting on their whole
classroom environment and creating welcoming classrooms where everyone is visually represented and valued.




Quarter 3 Recent Achievements:

- Hired a bilingual consultant who was previously a SUNSHINE Project intern 3 years ago and contracted with local
service providers.

- Exceeded goals for the quarter, with plans to increase outcomes next year.

- Focused on mental health supports and inclusivity in early childhood development, including the creation of an
extensive inclusivity book list.

- Created and shared an inclusive book list with educators and service providers.

- Caregiver community of practice initiated for the 4th quarter.

- Early childhood students using their voices more with guidance to get their needs met.

Community Engagement:

- Increased outreach with fiscal support from the County.

- Hosted interns from UNCA and WCU, allowing them to contribute and develop professional skills.

Internship Programs:

- Psychology/Education interns from UNCA shared lived experiences, developed skills, and aided in material creation.
- Clinical interns from WCU continue to provide mental health support in early childhood centers.

- Celebrated the success of a clinical intern who received their license.
