e New Residential Retaining Wall

2. You can bring the application into the office OR email it to permitdocs@buncombecounty.org

3. After payment of the permit fee, you must upload your plans for review. In addition to the
plans, you must upload into your permit proof of water, sewer, workers compensation form,
lien agent*

Appointment of a lien agent is not required for the following:

o Improvements for which the costs of the undertaking are less than $40,000, either at the time that the
original building permit is issued or, in cases in which no building permit is required, at the time the
contract for the improvements is entered into with the owner

o Improvements to an existing single-family residential dwelling unit as defined in G.S. 87-15.5(7) that is
used by the owner as a residence

o Improvements for which first furnishing of labor or materials at the site is prior to April 1, 2013

o Improvements involving the construction, reconstruction, alteration or repair of any public building or
other public work or public improvement

6. Projects with a value of $40,000.00 or more require a licensed North Carolina General
Contractor, any trade work regardless of value requires those contractors to be properly
licensed by the state of North Carolina.

As a home-owner, you can act as your own contractor provided the home is not for sale, rent or lease.
By acting as a General Contractor you must be aware of all the rules and codes associated with that. The
following form must be completed and submitted to the permit office or uploaded into your project.
